1. CALL TO ORDER:

Chair Joe Melroy called the Port of Ridgefield Commission meeting to order at the hour of 10:00 a.m.

2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

Chair Melroy led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. ELECTION OF 2010 OFFICERS:

Chair Melroy thanked everyone for a good year. 
The Port of Ridgefield Commission made motions to approve the following appointments to the offices as indicated:
Port Treasurer – Joe Melroy

Port Chairman – Scott Hughes

Port Secretary – Bruce Wiseman

The motion was approved, seconded and carried.

The commissioners took their new positions at 10:05 am.
4. HOUSE KEEPING RESOLUTION: 2010-206:

This is a Resolution of the Port of Ridgefield Commission, Appointing Public Officials for the year 2010, and Delegating Authority to Appointed Officials, Allowing for Disposition of Surplus Personal Property, and Adjusting Port Proprietary – Type User Charges. Commissioner Melroy made a motion to approve this resolution as presented. Commissioner Wiseman seconded the motion. The motion was carried.
5. HOUSE KEEPING RESOLUTION: 2010-208

This Resolution is Establishing an Interim Policy for Implementing Statutory Requirements for Professional Service Contracts Pursuant to Chapter 130, Laws of 2008, Codified as RCW 53.19 and finding Training Compliance.

Commissioner Wiseman made a motion to approve this resolution as presented. Commissioner Melroy seconded the motion. The motion was carried.
6. APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA AND MINUTES:
Commissioner Joe Melroy reviewed the minutes of the December 23, 2009 regular meeting and made a motion to approve the minutes as presented. Commissioner Wiseman seconded the motion. The motion was carried.

7. CORRESPONDENCE:

Comments on the following were made by Brent Grening:

The WPPA 100th Anniversary Coordinating Meeting: Brent stated this meeting will be held on Wednesday, January 27th from 10:00 a.m. – 12:00 p.m. in Tacoma Washington. The meeting will discuss the details of the 100th Anniversary Celebration Event for the 75 Washington Ports. He stated the Port is participating in this event and will contribute $300. Commissioner Joe Melroy will remain as trustee for the Port and plans to attend this meeting, along with another Port staff.
Regional Transportation Council Dues: Brent stated the 2010 RTC membership dues are $700 for the year and have been included in this year’s budget. 
Annual Development Finance Summit: Brent stated he has been asked to speak at the 2010 Summit which will be held from May 10 -13, 2010 in Portland Oregon.
State of the County Address: The State of the County Address will be held at Skyview High School on Thursday, February 4, 2010 at 3:30 p.m.
8. CALL FOR PUBLIC COMMENT:

There were no public comments at this time.
9. FINANCE REPORT:

Commissioner Bruce Wiseman stated that he reviewed the bills for the month of January and found them to be in order. The bills totaled $542,987.21. He made a motion to pay the bills for the month of January. Commissioner Joe Melroy seconded the motion. The motion was carried to pay the bills.

Jeanette Ludka stated there were no changes in the cash balance and graph fund reports. She stated that the state LGIP rate earned .33% for the month of January. Brent stated that Port staff are researching other options to earn a higher return rate for the CD’s. 
10. OLD BUSINESS:

There was no old business to discuss at this time.
11. NEW BUSINESS:

Proposed Property Acquisition: Resolution 2010-207: A Resolution Approving Acquisition of a Real Estate Assignment, Approving the Terms and Conditions of the Assignment, Approving the Underlying Terms and Conditions of the Purchase and Sale Agreement Assigned, and Granting Authority to Proceed. Randy Mueller stated that at the last port commission meeting, the commission moved to direct staff to enter into an assignment agreement with Elie Kassab, taking his position as purchaser of 13.7 acres of land currently owned by the FDIC. He stated that since that meeting, port staff has successfully completed the due diligence research on the South 45th Avenue property. 

The development feasibility report compiled by Group Mackenzie shows that the likely developable area is at least 8 of the 13.7 acres. The property has the right zoning and utilities are available. The price, at $638,000 breakdown is:

· $46,000 per acre, gross

· $73,400 per net developable acre

· $1.07 per square foot, gross

· $1.69 per net developable square foot

Randy stated that staff is recommending approval of the resolution purchasing the property. Commissioner Melroy made a motion to approve this resolution. Commissioner Wiseman seconded the motion. The motion was carried.
Port Day: Monday, February 1, 2010: Michael Williams explained this year’s theme is Keeping Washington State Clean and Friendly. Brent stated the event will start at 8:30 a.m. in the Columbian Room in the Legislative Building in Olympia. 
IPG – Representative Selection: Brent stated the City of Ridgefield and Port of Ridgefield received an integrated planning grant for $100,000 from the Washington State Department of Ecology. He stated the two entities will develop a steering committee to strategically plan how the funding will be spent. Commissioner Melroy was selected to serve with Brent on this committee. Allene Wodaege asked a timeframe for public participation. Mayor Ron Onslow stated the meetings will be open to the public.
Executive Director Deferred Comprehensive Update – Commissioner Melroy explained Brent’s deferred compensation for the end of the year and stated Brent has accomplished and exceeded their goals and expectations. Commissioner Melroy made a motion to continue Brent’s deferred compensation without any changes. Commissioner Wiseman seconded the motion. The motion was carried. Brent thanked the commissioners for their kind words and stated he enjoys working with the commission, staff and community.
12. CALL FOR PUBLIC COMMENT:

There were no public comments at this time. 

13. ADJOURNMENT:

The meeting adjourned at 10:47 a.m. with no further business or public comments.
