1.  CALL TO ORDER:

Commissioner Bruce Wiseman called the meeting of the Port of Ridgefield to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Brent Grening introduced Wonder Baldwin as the new Administrative Assistant for the Port of Ridgefield.

2.  APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA AND MINUTES:
Commissioner Randel reviewed the minutes of the regular meeting of January 9, 2008 and made the motion to approve the minutes. Commissioner Joe Melroy seconded the motion. The minutes were approved.

3.  CORRESPONDENCE:

Bruce distributed and discussed the Mason Supply land use application. He also announced that the State of the County address is scheduled for Friday, February 8, 2008. Wonder will register Commissioners Wiseman and Randel for this event.

5. FINANCE REPORT:

Brent discussed $100,000 of bonds that were called due to the decline of interest rates. He recommended that the Port purchase a two year Certificate of Deposit at the Bank of Clark County, at a rate of 5%. Commissioner Randel wanted to ensure the funds would be replaced into the portfolio time ladder. Brent assured the Commission that the two year CD was appropriate to meet our portfolio’s time schedule.

Brent presented the financial reports as listed on the agenda and gave a brief description of each.

7. NEW BUSINESS:

Discussion:

Discovery Pointe – SWMC Request to Extend Planning Period: Christina Wamsley from Southwest Washington Medical Center asked the Port of Ridgefield for an 18-month extension on the development of “Area – A” of this property. Brent made the recommendation to the commissioners. The commissioners approved the extension. Additional discussion will follow at the meeting with Brent and Southwest Washington Medical on Thursday, January 30, 2008.  Brent and Eling will formalize the extension language.

Action Items:

Orphan Property Acquisition – Staff Recommendation: Randy Mueller presented a PowerPoint presentation on the history and background of this piece of property. Randy recommended that staff conduct further research to identify ownership of this piece of property and request that the Port of Ridgefield be directed to initiate condemnation proceedings if no owner can be clearly determined. John Barbieri will contact Union Pacific and report back at the next meeting.

Industrial Wetlands Parcels – Proposed Transfer to City of Ridgefield: Randy requested the commission to direct the Port of Ridgefield to transfer this piece of property to the city of Ridgefield. The commission recommended the gathering of more information to be presented at a later date.

North Pole Yard – Proposed Annexation into City of Ridgefield: Randy requested the commission to direct Port of Ridgefield to pursue annexation of this property into the city of Ridgefield. The commission directed Randy to proceed.

2006 & 2007 Annual Audit Update: Brent provided an update of the 2006 – 2007 Annual Audit Update and the proposed implementation of GASB 49.

Proposed 2008 Port of Ridgefield State Legislative Agenda: The agenda was reviewed and discussed by all. Commissioner Melroy made a motion to adopt the agenda with the deletion of the phrase, “If transportation funds become available”. Commissioner Randel second the motion. The motion was approved for the Port of Ridgefield to adopt and change the 2008 Ridgefield State Legislative Priorities agenda. Brent will present the final agenda at his scheduled meeting with the Legislators.

Consultant Reports: Steve Taylor gave a brief update regarding the relocation of the steam system from area 2 to area 3.

Commissioner Wiseman suggested the Port of Ridgefield submit articles to the Neighborhood Association “Neighbors” newsletter in addition to the Port of Ridgefield Newsletter.  Commissioner Randel suggested the commissioners meet with the county commissioners yearly to discuss mutual interest. Commissioner Wiseman noted that he has meetings scheduled with the State Legislators on the calendar.

8. PUBLIC COMMENT:

Roy Garrison from the Junction Neighborhood Association invited the Port of Ridgefield to submit articles to “Neighbors” local newsletter.  

Brent made mention that he will give an update of the Waterfront Planning at the February 13 commission meeting. Richard Haig asked to be included in the designing of the property. Brent invited him and noted the Port of Ridgefield will contact him via e-mail of the dates and times of the next meetings.

There being no further business or public comment, Commissioner Wiseman motioned to adjourn the meeting of January 23, 2008. Commissioner Melroy seconded the motion. The meeting was adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
