1. CALL TO ORDER:
Chair Bruce Wiseman called the Port of Ridgefield Commission meeting to order at the hour of 3:02pm.

2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Chair Wiseman led the Pledge of Allegiance.  

3. APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA AND MINUTES: 
Commissioner Joe Melroy made a motion to approve the minutes for the October 26 regular meeting. Commissioner Scott Hughes seconded the motion. The motion was carried.

4. CORRESPONDENCE:  
Brent Grening briefly commented the following items:

Port of Vancouver Forum: This commissioner forum will be held at the Port of Vancouver on Tuesday, November 15, 2011 at 2:00pm.

German Officials: Brent stated he conducted a tour of the remediation site with German Officials (geologist and city planner) last week. The officials were in the area observing the Troutdale Oregon brownfield property and were touring our remediation project.

5. CALL FOR PUBLIC COMMENT:
None

6. FINANCE REPORT: 
Payment of the Bills: Commissioner Melroy stated he reviewed the bills and found them to be properly prepared and well presented. The bills totaled $357,978.69. He made the motion to pay the bills for the month of November. Commissioner Hughes seconded the motion. The motion was carried.

Cash Graph: Jeanette Ludka stated the cash graph report was in the commissioner’s dropbox.

Public Hearing: 2012 Port of Ridgefield Annual Budget: At 3:07pm the Port entered a public hearing to discuss the 2012 Annual Budget. Jeanette Ludka provided copies for everyone.

Councilman Lee Wells requested draft copies of the budget 2 weeks in advance for public review. It was stated by the commission and public that the budget was distributed 2 weeks ago at the Port’s last meeting and the budget announcement and dates were also posted in The Reflector.

Capital Budget: Brent Grening made mention the estimated budget amount of $70,000 as plans to use for joint marketing and wine industry support for the 2012 year.  Commissioner Melroy stated that a proposed marketing project will be presented to the public at a later date. 

The regular meeting resumed at 3:17pm.

7. OLD BUSINESS:
Boat/Kayak Launch Permits: After research by Port staff the commission decided not to increase rates for the annual permits. The annual rates will continue to be $40/boaters and $20/kayakers.

8. NEW BUSINESS:
Resolution 2011-233: A Resolution for Approval of Policies and Procedures Related to Acquisition of Right of Way for the Pioneer Street Railroad Overpass – Randy Mueller stated that the Washington State Department of Transportation requested a language change in the previous resolution. Commissioner Scott Hughes made a motion to approve this resolution. Commissioner Joe Melroy seconded the motion. The motion was carried.

Resolution 2011-234: A Resolution Approving and Accepting an Agreement with the State of Washington, Department of Ecology to Provide Grant and Loan Funds to Continue the PWT Environmental Remediation – Commission Melroy made a motion to approve this resolution. Commissioner Scott Hughes seconded the motion. The motion was carried.

Resolution 2011-235: 2012 Levy Resolution RCW 84.55.120 – Be it resolved by the Commissioners of the Port of Ridgefield that an increase in the regular property tax levy is hereby authorized for the 2012 levy in the amount of $4,162.45 which is a percentage increase of 1%. Commissioner Melroy made a motion to approve this resolution. Commissioner Hughes seconded the motion. The motion was carried. 

Chair Wiseman amended the year on all resolutions submitted to read “2011” instead of “11”. 

Resolution 2011-236: Resolution of the Port of Ridgefield Commission Providing for Acceptance, Approval, and Adoption of the Final Operating and Maintenance, Environmental Remediation, and Capital Budget for 2012 Pursuant to RCW 53.35.045 – This resolution notes a preliminary 2012 Operating and Maintenance, Environmental Remediation, and Capital Budget was prepared and presented in a public meeting on today’s date. It also lists in the resolution the dates the public notices were published in the newspaper. Commissioner Hughes made a motion to approve this resolution. Commissioner Melroy seconded the motion. The motion was carried.

Resolution 2011-237: A Resolution of the Port of Ridgefield Commission Amending the Port of Ridgefield Comprehensive Plan to Include the Approved 2012 Capital Budget Pursuant to RCW 53.20.020 and RCW 53.25.090 – This resolution also states the proposed 2012 Capital Budget was prepared and presented in today’s public meeting, listing dates of the public notices in the newspaper. Commissioner Melroy made a motion to approve this resolution. Commissioner Hughes seconded the motion. The motion was carried.
