1. CALL TO ORDER:

Chair Joe Melroy called the Port of Ridgefield Commission meeting to order at the hour of 6:02 p.m.
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

Chair Melroy led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
3. APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA AND MINUTES:
The minutes of the April 22, 2009 regular meeting will be reviewed at the next meeting. 
4. CORRESPONDENCE:
Comments on the following items were made:
Real Estate Conference: The date of this conference is May 27, 2009 and will be held at Portland State University. Brent and Randy will attend this conference.
Remediation of Chlorinated and Recalcitrant Compounds Conference: Commissioner Bruce Wiseman stated this conference is May 24 – 27, 2010 in Monterey California.
The Port received “thank-you” letters from Bob Flores regarding the proposed US Fish and Wildlife Ridgefield Office/Environmental Education facility on the Port’s property. 
Brent sent a letter to the US Fish and Wildlife office in Portland regarding the Port’s proposed offer of the 4 acres to the US Fish and Wildlife.
WPPA – Brent stated this conference is next week and is held in Pasco, Washington on May 13-14, 2009. There will not be a May 13, 2009 meeting.

5. CALL FOR PUBLIC COMMENT:

Allene Wodaege announced that the Ridgefield Centennial events will be held all day on Saturday, August 22, 2009. She thanked the Port of Ridgefield for their donation to the Centennial Committee. She mentioned that the Heritage Day event is also on this day and that the theme is the 1909 era.
6. FINANCE REPORT:

Chair Melroy stated the Three Ports Regional Joint meeting is tomorrow at the Tri-Mountain Golf Course in Ridgefield. The meeting starts at 7:00 p.m. and the public is invited.

Allene Woodaege inquired about “Area 4” of the remediation clean-up. Brent pointed to this area on the map located on the wall and explained the difference between “Area 4” and “Cell 4”.
Chair Melroy announced his intent to run for re-election for the Port Commissioner District 3 port seat in November.
