1. CALL TO ORDER:

Chair Joe Melroy called the Port of Ridgefield Commission meeting to order at the hour of 6:00 p.m.
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

Chair Melroy led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
3. APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA AND MINUTES:
Commissioner Scott Hughes reviewed the minutes of the May 27, 2009 regular meeting and made the motion to approve the minutes as presented. Commissioner Bruce Wiseman seconded the motion. The motion was carried.

4. CORRESPONDENCE:
Comments on the following items were made by Brent Grening:
SR 502 Corridor Widening Project: Brent stated the project team will hold an Open House & Environmental Hearing from 4:00 – 7:00 p.m. on June 23, 2009 to provide an opportunity for public comments regarding the project. The hearing will be held at the Washington State Department of Transportation Southwest Region Office in Vancouver.
Community Pride Design Award: Brent stated that it’s time to nominate selections for this year’s award. Lee Wells stated that the Ridgefield Roundabout Project was nominated last year but was not selected and thought it could be nominated again this year. Ron Onslow stated they presented this project last year but unsure if the project can be nominated a second time. Roy Garrison suggested nominating Eagles View Park for the award this year if the Ridgefield Roundabout Project cannot be nominated a second time.
5. CALL FOR PUBLIC COMMENT:

There were no public comments at this time.
6. FINANCE REPORT:
Payment of the Bills: The payment of the bills was completed by Jeanette Ludka, reviewed and approved by Commissioner Bruce Wiseman. Commissioner Wiseman made a motion to approve the payment of the bills for the month of June. Commissioner Hughes seconded the motion. The motion was carried to pay the bills. Jeanette stated that the Port has paid $688, 212.07 total cash payment in invoices since the last commission approval of the bills.
Graph Fund: Brent presented the graph in the usual format.  Jeanette stated that Key Bank has given the Port of Ridgefield verbal approval for a line of credit. She stated she will contact them for paperwork confirmation.

7. OLD BUSINESS:
There was no old business to discuss.
8. NEW BUSINESS:
Port Meeting Date & Time: Chair Melroy proposed a discussion to hold the Port meetings at an earlier time to generate more public participation. Scott Fraser commented that other Port district meetings he attended were held earlier than 6:00 p.m. Roy Garrison commented on whether the Port’s consultants would be able to attend the meetings if the time was made earlier. Commissioner Scott Hughes suggested holding the meetings earlier during the day. Rhidian Morgan stated in his opinion, working people maybe available during the summer to participate if the time was earlier. Chair Melroy proposed holding the meetings during the morning. 
Commissioner Hughes moved to change the time for the Port of Ridgefield regular meetings to 11:00 a.m. effective Wednesday, July 8, 2009. Commissioner Wiseman seconded the motion. The motion was carried.
WSDOT Soil Placement Update: Brent stated that he met with the project team regarding whether the Port would be considered a mandatory or optional site for the soil placement. There was also discussion regarding who would be liable for any damages to the road on the site from the truck routes. He stated the discussions of these topics are still ongoing and definite decisions have not been determined. Brent stated the City of Ridgefield and the Port of Ridgefield are covering the expenses of transporting the soil to the Port of Ridgefield site. 
There will be an Open House consisting of WSDOT, the City of Ridgefield and the Port of Ridgefield to discuss proposed truck schedules and haul routes. The time and location of the meeting is from 5:00 – 7:00 p.m. at the Ridgefield Community Center. 

There was also some concern regarding the safety of the school district traffic during the truck routes. Chair Melroy stated in his opinion, some of the school district traffic can be controlled by school district flaggers during the truck route deliveries.
Rhidian Morgan asked if BNSF (Burlington Northern Santa Fe) were contacted with the soil placement information. Brent stated that Randy Mueller is in the process of contacting them. 
Marie asked the start date of the project. Brent stated the plan is to start the project the beginning of the summer.
He stated that bringing the soil unto the Port property will potentially move the Port’s Waterfront project forward and make it more developable.
9. CALL FOR PUBLIC COMMENT:

Rhidian Morgan asked if the U.S. Corps of Engineers had contacted the Port regarding the timeframe of the channel blasting in the river. Commissioner Wiseman stated the Port will obtain more information of the timeframe at the June PNWA Mid-Year meeting.
10. ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business or public comments Commissioner Hughes made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 6:40 p.m. Commissioner Wiseman seconded the motion. The motion was carried. 
The next Commission meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, June 24, 2009 at 6:00 p.m. The meeting will be held at the Port of Ridgefield office in the downstairs conference room, located at 111 West Division Street in Ridgefield.
