1. CALL TO ORDER:

Chair Joe Melroy called the Port of Ridgefield Commission meeting to order at the hour of 11:00 a.m.
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

Commissioner Bruce Wiseman led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
3. APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA AND MINUTES:
Commissioner Bruce Wiseman reviewed the minutes of the June 24, 2009 regular meeting and made the motion to approve the minutes as presented. Commissioner Scott Hughes seconded the motion. The motion was carried.

4. CORRESPONDENCE:
WPPA Executive Director’s Seminar: Brent Grening will be attending this seminar on Friday, July 10th in Port Ludlow Washington.

5. CALL FOR PUBLIC COMMENT:

Allene Wodaege distributed the schedule of events for the Ridgefield Centennial Celebration. She stated a community photo will be taken in front of the Ridgefield Hardware Store on July 18 at 2:00 p.m. The celebration will start at 4:00 p.m. on Friday, August 21 and continue through Saturday. 
6. FINANCE REPORT:
Payment of the Bills: The payment of the bills was completed by Jeanette Ludka, reviewed and approved by Commissioner Bruce Wiseman. Commissioner Wiseman stated that the Port has paid $480,922.58 total cash payment in invoices since the last commission approval of the bills. Commissioner Wiseman made a motion to approve the payment of the bills for the month of July. Commissioner Hughes seconded the motion. The motion was carried to pay the bills. 
7. OLD BUSINESS:
Gary Adkins stated the U. S. Coast Guard will provide tours of the vessel at the annual commissioner’s picnic event on Friday, August 21, 2009. Brent stated the vessel will be temporarily stored securely in building 6 or 8 at the Port of Ridgefield.
8. NEW BUSINESS:
179th Street Economic Revitalization Financing – Request for Port of Ridgefield Participation: Kelly Sills, Economic Development Manager from the Board of Commissioner’s office presented an overview of the 179th Street Local Revitalization Financing. The presentation consisted of a discussion regarding the Port’s participation in this project.
The Port had questions regarding “mixed use zoning” mentioned in this project. Kelly stated he will provide clarification and more data on the project via an e-mail to Brent. The Port of Ridgefield voiced an opportunity to participate in the planning process of the project. Kelly stated he welcomes input from anyone in Ridgefield. 
Sewer Coalition Planning Study Meeting – Update: Brent is unable to attend the July 10th meeting but recommends moving forward with the business planning stage of this study. 
Commissioner Bruce Wiseman move to agree and proceed into the business planning phase of the sewer study by authorizing the Port of Ridgefield Commission Chair to act on this behalf at the July 10, 2009 meeting. Commissioner Scott Hughes seconded the motion. The motion was carried.
Clark County Definition of Urban Reserve & Future Urban Reserve Areas: The City of Ridgefield received a letter from Bill Barron to put forth ideas regarding language modifications to the county’s draft definition. The letter stated a 30-day period to respond. The City of Ridgefield has asked for a 90-day extension.
WSDOT Soil Placement – Update: Randy Mueller stated there is a draft agreement in place at this time to place the soil on Port’s property. The agreement will be signed by the Port of Ridgefield staff today and proceedings will move forward.
July 22, 2009 Port Commission Meeting, Planned Absences: Commissioner Wiseman and Brent Grening are scheduled to attend the Model Toxics Control Act Workshop in Seattle Washington. The Port of Ridgefield commission meeting will remain on Wednesday, July 22 as scheduled.
9. CALL FOR PUBLIC COMMENT:

Roy Garrison stated he was pleased to see Clark County representatives at today’s meeting. Justin Clary commented he appreciated the new time of the Port meeting.
It was announced that the Ground Breaking Ceremony for the I-5, SR 501 Ridgefield Interchange Project is scheduled for Tuesday, August 11, 2009. The City of Ridgefield is coordinating the schedule for this event. 
Allene Wodaege stated that the memorial service for Mr. Ellis Dunn, longtime resident of Ridgefield is next Monday at 2:00 p.m.

There being no further business or public comments the meeting was adjourned at 12:55 p.m.
