1. CALL TO ORDER:

Chair Bruce Wiseman called the Port of Ridgefield Commission meeting to order at the hour of 6:00 p.m.

2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

Chair Wiseman led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA AND MINUTES:
Commissioner Joe Melroy reviewed the minutes of the June 25, 2008 regular meeting and made the motion to approve the minutes as presented. Chair Wiseman seconded the motion. The motion was carried.

4. CORRESPONDENCE:

Randy Mueller spoke on the following correspondences: 

Southwest Washington Sustainability Conference – He reminded everyone the conference starts tomorrow at 8:30 a.m. at the Vancouver Hilton Hotel.

County Commissioner Candidates – The forum will be held from 7:00 – 9:00 p.m. in the Clark Public Utilities Community room located at 1200 Fort Vancouver Way on July 17, 2008.

Clark County Board of Commissioners – This is a breakfast with the 2008 Candidates for Clark County Board of Commissioners hosted by Miller Nash Attorneys at Law and will be held on Friday, August 1, 2008 from 7:30 – 9:30 a.m. at the Heathman Lodge. Tickets are $35.

Urban Waterfront Revitalization Conference – This conference is held in Bremerton, Washington and hosted by the City of Bremerton. The conference is scheduled for September 10 -12, 2008 and will be held at the Kitsap Conference Center.

5. CALL FOR PUBLIC COMMENT:

Marie Stephenson asked if there were other launch options for kayakers other than from the boat launch. Chair Wiseman stated kayakers can launch from the kayak launch in addition to the boat launch. Commissioner Randel suggested posting additional signage at the boat launch area directing kayakers to the kayak launch. Commissioner Melroy recommended contacting McCuddy’s Marina to suggest placing more accessible signage at the marina directing kayakers from the marina to the kayak launch.

6. FINANCE REPORT:

Payments of Bills – The payment of bills were completed by Jeanette Ludka, reviewed and approved by Commissioner Melroy. Commissioner Melroy made a motion to approve the payment of the bills for the month of June. Commissioner Randel seconded the motion. The motion was carried to pay the bills. Jeanette stated that the Port has paid $543,793.53 in invoices and payroll since the last commission approval of the bills.

Jeanette stated the June interest rate from the state will not been posted in the Port’s report until the end of July. 

7. OLD BUSINESS:

July Fourth Parade - Commissioner Melroy suggested the Port of Ridgefield provide the parade announcer the accomplishments of the Port to announce at next year’s parade. Laurie Olin suggested providing the announcer a script to announce for the Port of Ridgefield. In addition, Commissioner Randel also suggested announcing the date and time of the Port Commissioners Annual Picnic Event each year.

8. NEW BUSINESS:

Port Commissioners – New Per Diem Compensation Rate - The new rate for Port Commissioners is $104.00 per meeting. The new rate was effective July 5, 2008.

Ridgefield Rail Overpass Animation Presentation – The Ridgefield Rail Overpass was presented as a digital 3-D model that highlighted view points of the rail overpass development. Commissioner Randel asked if the presentation would be shown at the next open house and Tyler Vick said yes. Randy can provide hard copies of certain “still” images presented in the presentation. The presentation was well received by the commission. Marie asked if the presentation would be shown to the public. Randy stated the presentation will be shown to the City of Ridgefield and Planning Commission. Laurie Olin also suggested showing the model at the August 27th Commissioner’s Annual Picnic.

Ports Representation on RTC – Commissioner Roy Randel announced effective immediately, his resignation as the representative of the three Clark County ports on the Regional Transportation Council due to health reasons. Randy Mueller stated that Dean Lookingbill needs a motion from the Port of Ridgefield to select the next representative for the 3-Ports. Commissioner Melroy stated the commission should wait for the Port’s Executive Director, Brent Grening to be present before making a motion. Randy stated that the RTC will not accept an alternate without a motion. Commissioner Randel directed Brent Grening to coordinate with the ports of Camas-Washougal and Vancouver regarding the selection of someone to represent the 3-Ports on the Regional Transportation Council. Commissioner Melroy stated his understanding that a member of the Port of Vancouver Commission would likely be selected to represent the three ports until the ports meet again as a group later in the year. 

Randy explained how the ports would be represented on the council and stated from his understanding that the Port of Ridgefield will be agreeing to have a representative selected from and by the Board of Commissioners of the Port of Vancouver. 

Commissioner Randel made a motion to terminate the Port of Ridgefield’s representative position on the RTC Board, contingent on a new representative being named and adopted by the RTC Board.  Commissioner Melroy seconded the motion. The motion was carried. Randy will contact Dean Lookingbill to say Commissioner Randel is resigning his position on the RTC board.

9. CALL FOR PUBLIC COMMENT:

No additional comments were made.

10. ADJOURNMENT:

There being no further business or public comments, Commissioner Melroy motioned to adjourn the meeting of July 9, 2008. Commissioner Randel seconded the motion. The meeting was adjourned at 6:42 p.m. 

The next Commission meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, July 23, 2008 at 6:00 p.m. The meeting will be held at the Port of Ridgefield office in the downstairs conference room, located at 111 West Division Street in Ridgefield.
