1. CALL TO ORDER:

Chair Joe Melroy called the Port of Ridgefield Commission meeting to order at the hour of 10:00 a.m.
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

Commissioner Scott Hughes led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
3. APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA AND MINUTES:
Commissioner Scott Hughes reviewed the minutes of the July 22, 2009 regular meeting and made the motion to approve the minutes as presented. Chair Melroy seconded the motion. The motion was carried.

4. CORRESPONDENCE:
Brief comments on the following were made by Randy Mueller:

He stated the North Parkway Improvement Project Welcoming Reception for US Senator Patty Murray and Congressman Brian Baird was cancelled. The event was scheduled for Thursday, August 13, 2009 at 4:15 p.m. in Battle Ground.
He stated the Port of Ridgefield received a copy of a letter from Elie Kassab from E. G. Kassab Companies regarding a potential Pioneer Plaza/Ridgefield Cinema.
He stated the Port of Ridgefield received an invitation to the 2009 Dinner & Auction Benefit for Southwest Washington Humane Society. The event is on Saturday, October 3, 2009 at 5:00 p.m.
He announced that the Waterfront Tour is tentatively scheduled for September 21 – 23, 2009.

Commissioners Wiseman and Melroy are not available for the Port Commission meeting scheduled for August 26, 2009. It was decided this meeting will be changed to Wednesday, August 19, 2009 at 10:00 a.m.

6. FINANCE REPORT:

Resolution 2009-201: Opting Out of 179th Street L.R.F. Proposal: Commissioner Wiseman made the motion to pass Resolution 2009-201, removing the Port of Ridgefield as a participating taxing district in Clark County’s proposed revitalization area. Commissioner Scott Hughes seconded the motion. The motion was carried.
Steve Taylor briefly explained the letter from Laura Klasner and Joyce Mercuri dated July 31, 2009 regarding the comments on the Draft Work Sediment Plan. 
8. NEW BUSINESS:
Commissioner Wiseman invited the public to the Port Commissioners’ Picnic next Friday, August 21, 2009. He also stated the Ridgefield Centennial Celebration will begin on that day as well.
John Barbieri stated he is currently surveying the Ordinary High Water level (OHW) at Carty Lake.
