1. CALL TO ORDER:

Chair Bruce Wiseman called the Port of Ridgefield Commission meeting to order at the hour of 6:00 p.m.

2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

Chair Wiseman led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA AND MINUTES:
Commissioner Joe Melroy reviewed the minutes of the July 23, 2008 regular meeting and made the motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Commissioner Roy Randel seconded the motion. The motion was carried.

4. CORRESPONDENCE:

Brent Grening spoke on the following correspondences:
October 15 – 17 Event: This event is hosted by the Pacific Northwest Waterways Association and will be held at the Governor Hotel in Portland. 
La Center Economic Development Study: Brent stated the first piece of the study has been completed. 
National Night Out:  The “National Night Out” event was well-attended and the ice cream bars that were provided by the Port of Ridgefield were very popular on the hot and sunny evening. 
North Pole Yard Sale:  Brent stated he will write a letter to Justin Clary regarding the North Pole Yard. Commissioner Melroy suggested the Port of Ridgefield recommend to the City of Ridgefield to conduct a public meeting to gather input regarding whether the water sewer treatment center should be included in the plans of the waterfront development. Brent stated he and Justin Clary are discussing plans for a permanent location for the sewer treatment center, which does not include the current location at the Port of Ridgefield. Randy Mueller suggested when the two parties meet, they refer to past documentation on the sewer treatment center. The Commission stated they are available to meet with all parties involved to discuss this matter. Commissioner Randel stated the discussion needs to center on other locations for the sewer treatment center. Brent stated he will write a letter addressing the Port’s options.
5. CALL FOR PUBLIC COMMENT:

Scott Hughes voiced his concerns regarding the permanent location for the sewer treatment center. He stated the Ridgefield citizens want to view plans for the new location of the sewer treatment center – which in his opinion should not include the current location.
6. FINANCE REPORT:

Payments of Bills:  The payment of bills were completed by Jeanette Ludka, reviewed and approved by Commissioner Melroy. Commissioner Melroy made a motion to approve the payment of the bills for the month of July. Commissioner Randel seconded the motion. The motion was carried to pay the bills. Jeanette stated that the Port has paid $673,665.56 in invoices and payroll since the last commission approval of the bills.

Cash Balance:  Brent stated the Port earned $15,640.33 in interest last month.

7. OLD BUSINESS:

Commissioner Randel asked if there were any changes in the Port’s insurance deposit at the Bank of Clark County. Brent and Jeanette explained there is adequate insurance on the Port’s account. The state has a warning system that will contact the Port before calling the Bank of Clark County should a problem arise. Commissioner Melroy stated Mr. Mike Worthy, President of the Bank of Clark County, assured the Port that the bank and its client’s are protected.
8. NEW BUSINESS:

Resolution No. 08-189 - A Resolution of the Port of Ridgefield Commission, Appointing of Port Commissioners as Alternate Officer (Commission Chair, Secretary or Treasurer) of the Port of Ridgefield: Brent explained the purpose of this resolution was to appoint a signature alternate for the Port of Ridgefield. Commissioner Melroy made the motion to approve resolution No. 08-189. Commissioner Randel seconded the motion. The motion was carried.   
Resolution No. 08-188 – A Resolution of the Port of Ridgefield, Washington Amending Resolution No. 02-119, to Reflect the Extension of the Maturity of the Port’s Limited Tax General Obligation Bond Anticipation Note, 2002:  Brent explained that this resolution secures the line of credit for the Port of Ridgefield. Commissioner Melroy made a motion to approve the resolution. Commissioner Randel seconded the motion. The motion was carried.
Commissioner Randel asked if the Port of Ridgefield can become an investor in private enterprises in order to assist in new development. Staff responded that the Washington State law does not allow this type of investment.
Commissioner’s Fifth Annual Picnic: Commissioners Melroy and Wiseman stated there will not be a Port meeting on the fourth Wednesday of August due to the picnic that will be held on August 27th from 4:00 – 7:00 p.m. The first 300 guests will receive a commemorative root beer mug from the Port of Ridgefield. 
Brent stated the Garden Club will be the Guest of Honor at the Commissioner’s Picnic to say “thank you” for their over 70 years of dedicated service to the beautiful City of Ridgefield. The Garden Club will also be invited to host a booth at the picnic. 
Commissioner Randel suggested the Port of Ridgefield send personal invitations to all of the politicians in the community. Commissioner Melroy also suggested sending invitations to the 18th, 17th and 47th Districts.
9. CALL FOR PUBLIC COMMENT:

Chair Wiseman stated at 6:35 p.m. the Port of Ridgefield will conduct an executive session for 20 minutes to discuss real estate and that no subsequent action by the Commission would be required.
10. ADJOURNMENT:

There being no further business or public comments, Chair Wiseman motioned to adjourn the meeting of August 13, 2008. Commissioner Melroy seconded the motion. The meeting was adjourned at 7:05 p.m. 

The next Commission meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, September 3, 2008 at 6:00 p.m. The meeting will be held at the Port of Ridgefield office in the downstairs conference room, located at 111 West Division Street in Ridgefield. This meeting replaces the Wednesday, September 10, 2008 meeting.
