1. CALL TO ORDER:

Chair Joe Melroy called the Port of Ridgefield Commission meeting to order at the hour of 10:00 a.m. 
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

Chair Melroy led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
3. APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA AND MINUTES:
Commissioner Scott Hughes reviewed the minutes of the August 12, 2009 regular meeting and made the motion to approve the minutes as presented. Chair Melroy seconded the motion. The motion was carried.

4. CORRESPONDENCE:
Brief comments on the following were made by Brent Grening:

The PNWA (Pacific Northwest Waterways Association) Annual Meeting will be held at the Vancouver Hilton in Vancouver Washington on October 13 – 15, 2009.
Brent received an e-mail from Elie Kassab stating he sent a letter to the City of Ridgefield saying that the Ridgefield Cinema Project is moved to I-5.
The 2009 WPPA Environmental Seminar will be held at the Sun Mountain Lodge in Winthrop Washington on October 1 -2, 2009.
5. CALL FOR PUBLIC COMMENT:

Rhidian Morgan commented that he is exchanging property with the county and the county will do an exchange with DNR (Washington State Department of Natural Resources). He stated this exchange will serve to preserve the Mud Lake Conservation area and the 120 acres of timber that is scheduled to be subdivided.
6. FINANCE REPORT:
Jeanette Ludka reported that the Port transferred $600,000 from Umpqua Bank to Key Bank. She also presented the weekly cash graph and the July Budget versus Actual Report.
7. OLD BUSINESS:
Commissioner Bruce Wiseman gave a report on attending the Port of Vancouver Terminal 5 Groundbreaking Event. He stated the event was well attended, he also stated he spoke with Jay Manning of the Washington State Department of Ecology.
Chair Melroy and Commissioner Hughes stated they attended the luncheon for Senator Patty Murray. She spoke of the $1 million funding for the Railroad Overpass. Chair Melroy stated he talked with Senator Murray after the luncheon and thanked her for her efforts on the Railroad Overpass funding.

It was decided the September 23, 2009 Port of Ridgefield regular meeting will be moved to September 30, 2009.

Discussion regarding the 6th Annual Commissioners’ Picnic centered on the following: The Simpson property will be used for boat parking. McCuddy’s Marina will open their gates for additional parking. Miller Grening will be in charge of starting the hot dogs at 11:30 a.m. Steve Taylor suggested that parking personnel wear safety vests. The various volunteer groups that have booth exhibits at the picnic will have a jar available for donations.

Commissioner Bruce Wiseman made a motion to donate up to $500 to service providers. Commissioner Scott Hughes seconded the motion. The motion was carried. Bill Eling stated that this payment will be for “In-Kind Services”.
Commissioner Scott Hughes made a motion to donate $500 for an honorarium to the Ridgefield Community Center in the name of Ms. Marie Wilcox. Commissioner Wiseman seconded the motion. The motion was carried.

8. NEW BUSINESS:
Southwest Washington Medical Center Development Update/Covenant Extension: The Center’s 18-month extension expired on August 1, 2009. The Center proposed to conduct a market demand feasibility study and present the results of the study to the Port of Ridgefield by October 1, 2009. Chair Melroy made a motion to grant another covenant extension to the Center, the extension expires on October 14, 2009. Commissioner Scott Hughes seconded the motion. The motion was carried. The commission requested the Southwest Washington Medical Center staff provide a presentation at the Port of Ridgefield October 14, 2009 regular meeting. Brent Grening and Bill Eling will work on the notification correspondence for the October 14th meeting.
9. CALL FOR PUBLIC COMMENT:

Lee Wells stated he spoke with Marvin Case from The Reflector newspaper which confirmed that the I-5 Interchange Groundbreaking Ceremony will be covered in the next issue of The Reflector.
10. ADJOURNMENT:
